    It happened while Ms. Sherida Fuller was on her evening break, standing outside the VAMC Emergency room. Two individuals pulled up in a car, one of them bleeding heavily and screaming for help.


    Ms. Fuller wasted no time in responding. She alerted the ER staff and then rushed back and quickly helped the person into a wheelchair, reassuring the injured individual that everything would be fine. The ER staff arrived shortly thereafter and moved the person inside the hospital for treatment.  


    "I knew the second that I looked at the person that I needed to take immediate action," said Ms. Fuller who had transferred six week earlier from the Purple Team to the Women’s Wellness Clinic.
