Employees WITH direct response duties

You have been assigned to perform duties which directly support the emergency operations

· Know your role and responsibilities under the Emergency Operations Plan

· Report to your assigned duty immediately upon notification by your (Supervisor / Incident Commander / Emergency Operations Coordinator).

· Perform duties as assigned, using appropriate personal protective equipment and protective measures.

· Work safely.  Protect yourself and co-workers.


INCIDENT COMMAND SYSTEM (ICS)

The Incident Command System is the procedure used for handling emergency response.  The ICS addresses all operations at the site of the emergency, including but not limited to:  emergency response, communications, security, protection of personnel, etc.

TYPES OF THREATS/EVENTS

· Utility System Failures (water, electric, communications, steam, etc)

· Weather

· Bomb Threats (Blasts)

· Chemical

· Biological

· Radiological

Employees with NO direct response duties

Although you may not be assigned duties in direct emergency response, you are an important part of the facility's continuing operation during the event.

· Remain in your work area and continue normal operations unless directed otherwise by your supervisor.

· Be alert to changing conditions in your work area and contact your supervisor if conditions worsen.

· Do not leave your assigned area to go to the site unless directed to do so by your (Supervisor/Incident Commander/ Emergency Operations Coordinator).

· Do not make unnecessary telephone calls.  Lines of communication may be limited and must remain open to request necessary services and convey critical information.

· Ensure that a co-worker in your work area is available to answer the telephone.

· Work safely.  Protect yourself and co-workers.
