This checklist is a summation of the requirements found in Chapter 31 “Existing Day Care Occupancies” of the Life Safety Code.  The user is cautioned to consult the code prior to answering the following questions.  

Note:  Adult day care shall include any building or portion thereof used for less than 24 hours per day to house more than three adults requiring care, maintenance, and supervision by other than their relative(s).  Clients shall be ambulatory or semi-ambulatory and shall not be bedridden.  They shall not exhibit behavior that is harmful to themselves or others.

Day care facilities are further subdivided by the Code into “Family Day Care Homes” (more than 3 but less than 7 clients) and Group Day Care Homes (more than seven but less than 13 clients).
