They provide protection ONLY against media failure, NO PROTECTION against 

Data  loss.

2. NT mirror protects the boot disk only.  

3. HSZ  REVIEW PROTECTION

4. AUTO SPARE PROTECTS THE MIRROR THAT PROTECTS THE MEDIA, NO PROTECTION FROM UNSUBSCRIPTED KILLS.
