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Achievement Award - Tampa VA Medical Center

The VA Medical Center in Tampa, Florida, has been awarded Magnet status by the Magnet Nursing Services Recognition program of the American Nurses Credentialing Center (ANCC). There are only thirty hospitals in the country that have been awarded such status. The Tampa facility is the first VAMC to receive this designation.
