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1. The National Certfication Task Group reviewed the following certifications during the 3rd quarter:

· Certified Registered Nurse Assessment Coordinator

· Case Manager Certified (CMC) by the American Institute of Outcomes-Case Management

· Home Care Credentialing Exam

2. Certified Registered Nurse Assessment Coordinator exam:  this exam is administered on the third day of a  certification seminar.  Web site states:  “in just two days, you’ll learn everything you need to know to become a Certified Registered Nurse Assessment Coordinator (CRNAC).”  Certification is for 3 years.  To recertify the RN, LPN, administrator, Social Worker would have to have 30 CEUs; 15 of those from the National Association of Subacute/Post Acute Care (NASPAC).  The 15 from NASPAC are obtained via attending another 2 day course or their annual conference. 

3. Case Manager Certified exam: is open to physicians, nurses, executives, respiratory therapists, social workers, pharmacists, etc.  Individuals can become certified via taking an exam or via a portfolio review procedure without taking the exam.  In addition, although the requirements include 3-5 years of general professional experience, the professional experience refers to experience not necessarily confined to care management.  

4. The Home Care Credentialing Exam: is open to MDs, Nurse Practitioners, Clinical Nurse Specialists and PAs.  According to an e-mail from Constance Row, Executive Director for the American Academy of Home Care Physicians, she stated that recertification is by re examination every 8 years. Minimum practice requirements are not defined.  The website home page for the American Academy of Home Care Physicians, www.aahcp.org does not identify any information about exam core curriculum, eligility requirements, recertification etc.  

5. The above three did not meet the criteria established by this group, therefore are not being recommended to be added to the approved list.  Additionally, the work group does not believe the rigor of these certifications match others that we have approved.
