From 2007-2009, two nurses were chosen each year for a cohort of the Clinical Nurse Scholars Fellowship a joint 10-month research training and mentorship developed by myself and Dr. Lynne Nemeth, Nurse Research Associate/MUSC and jointly funded by MUSC and the VAMC Charleston.
