RECOVERY PURCHASING PARTICIPATION ELECTION
Reference Clause 552.238-80 Use of Federal Supply Schedule Contracts by Certain Entities-Recovery Purchasing (FEB 2007).  
State and local governments have the authority to use GSA Schedules for disaster recovery as provided for in Section 833 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2007, commonly known as the John Warner National Defense Authorization Act (P.L. 109-364).  Specifically, it authorizes the use of Federal Supply Schedules by state and local governments to facilitate recovery from major disasters, terrorism, nuclear, biological, chemical, or radiological attacks.  The disaster must be declared by the President under the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 5121 et.seq).    Federal Supply Schedule contractors have the option to voluntarily participate in recovery purchasing.    

For those contractors that elect to participate in Recovery Purchasing, all clauses found at http://www1.va.gov/vastorenac/page.cfm?pg=17 apply and supersede the previous version of the clause(s), when applicable.  The clauses are only in effect during the disaster period as declared by the President.  All other terms and conditions remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
