In addition to producing national and world-class champions, the Games provide opportunities for newly disabled veterans to gain sports skills and be exposed to other wheelchair athletes.  In past years, one-quarter of the competitors have never before participated in any type of organized wheelchair sports competition.

The Games will showcase Denver and Colorado, as the event, now in its 30th year, takes place in our state for the first time ever.
