Course: Scientists and Subjects: A Web-based Seminar on the Ethics of Research with Human Subjects: 


A great number of established scientists have not had the benefit of explicit, systematic training in responsible science. Those who want such training are hampered both by a dearth of appropriate programs and their own busy schedules. Furthermore, many researchers who have had training in research ethics want and would benefit from additional training specifically in the ethics of research using human subjects. 


The Scientists and Subjects seminar will be customized to suit the needs and interests of each cohort of seminar participants. To maximize interaction and attention to each participant’s concerns, each cohort will be limited to 15 participants. Following an intensive, 48-hour face-to-face retreat, training will be delivered via interactive but asynchronous communication using e-mail and the World Wide Web for three months. Use of the Internet will enable extremely busy scientists to fit the seminar into their schedules.

Ethics of Research on Humans: A three-day introductory training course for members of Research Ethics Committees: Brief Description: This course covers the main ethical, legal and practical issues of research on humans. It is designed to help members of local research ethics committees meet standards of competence as described by the Department of Health.  Who should attend: members of research ethics committees, doctors & other health care workers involved in research on humans, pharmaceutical company employees interested in running clinical trials or anyone involved/interested in research on humans.  Note: an excellent overall look at research ethics that isn’t based on the Belmont Report





Ethics of Research on Humans - Advanced Study Days: There are also a new series of advanced study days, building on the success of the three-day introductory and one-day advanced Ethics of Research on Humans courses. These will allow for in-depth discussion on areas of research that have been seen to raise particular challenges for REC members.
