Award Advisory Board

Award competition
Any institution or investigator who conducts research involving human beings, including medical and social science research, or who contributes to human research protection, is eligible to compete for the awards.
· Institutions and individuals complete an award application packet 

· Credentialed judges evaluate entrants' contributions to human research protection, select those that have demonstrated excellence, and, if merited, select the year's best contribution to human research protection.
