It has come to my attention that the VA advisory panel is thinking about requiring a referral for the military members to see a DC.

Suffice to say that the rest of the world doesn't operate this way.  Primarily, for two reasons:

First, chiropractors are licensed and regulated by their own boards in most states.  

Second and more importantly, medical doctors have no training, thus no 
jurisdiction in determining whether or not chiropractic care would be appropriate in any given case.

I hope that this is just a passing phase and the military personnel get what they deserve instead of more run around as has been history on this topic.  And this looks like making it look like chiropractic is available to them while implementing measures such as a referral system using unrelated, untrained providers, to make certain they never receive it.
