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There exists some misinformation that has been presented to the VA

committee on behalf of Chiropractic.  I was present at that meeting at

National College last year.  National College President made some

statements that do not only represent the small faction of medical

invaders, but are outright falsehoods.  He proclaimed that his graduates

were capable of performing many services that are legally outisde the

realm of Chiropractic.  There are many state supreme court findings that

ruled against this infiltration through the basement of other

professions unique domains.  State boards have made ever-increasing

interpretations of these rulings to allow an infiltration of services

such as physical therapy by basically untrained individual

Chiropractors.  Dr. Winterstien and the ACA representatives afirm that

Chiropractors are properly trained to perform gynecological and

prostatic examinations.  At Dr. Winterstein's small school all new

patients seen have such examinations done by Dr. Winterstein's rule.

A second issue is that of the inability of VA Chiropractors to use

paraspinal thermal measurements in order to determine if Chiropractic

care is necessary.  Nearly 10,000 peer reviewed studies have shown the

effectiveness, applicability and accuracy of such a necessary tool.

This examination is done before each visit and takes less than one

minute.  The cost of such equipment is under $5,000 and one per VA would

be sufficient.

Of value in your decision is a book titled The Role of Chiropractic by

Leonard Rutherford.  It is the explanation of how other US Governmental

agencies put Chiropractic in place in other programs.  It should prove

to be a valuable tool in your effort to protect the veterans from

deception.
