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1 Executive Summary

The Northwest Center for Outcomes Research in Older Adults is a collaborative effort of the
Veterans Affairs Puget Sound Health Care System (VAPSHCS) and the Portland VA Medical
Center. Major collaborating community institutions for this VA HSR&D Center of Excellence
include the University of Washington School of Public Health and Community Medicine and
School of Medicine in Seattle and the Oregon Health and Science University Division of Medical
Informatics and Outcomes Research and Department of Public Health and Community Medicine
in Portland. Our goals are to perform state-of-the-art research, generate new knowledge and
research methods, provide high caliber training in health services research, and assist VA policy
makers in a rapidly changing health care environment.

The major event of this year took place in July when the Center moved from the VA Puget
Sound Medical Center campus to the 14th floor of the Metropolitan Park West Tower, located
just north of downtown and south of the University of Washington. Thanks to detailed planning
by our administrative staff, we moved 97 staff and 10 truck loads of data, equipment, and
supplies with such efficiency that we were down only one day before we were back at work at
full force. We are seeing major benefits in morale and productivity from our new space, which
has 19,800 square feet with 118 workspaces (38 offices, 80 cubicles), two large conference
rooms, a server room, a lunchroom, and several common work areas. Our new offices are in an
adjoining building to the Group Health Cooperative Center for Health Studies and much closer
to the University of Washington and Fred Hutchinson Cancer Research Center. We are already
building on this close proximity to pursue our goal as proposed in our Strategic Plan of new
collaborations between the Center of Excellence (CoE) and these institutions.

The VA Northwest Epidemiology Research and Information Center (ERIC) also moved with us
to Metropolitan West. This co-location will also benefit our CoE through support for increased
collaborations with the ERIC. Four of our investigators have major roles in the ERIC: Dr.
Edward Boyko as Director, Dr. Gayle Reiber as core investigator and director of the educational
activities, and Drs. Michael Chapko and Charles Maynard as database coordinators. Dr. Reiber
directed the 6th Annual VA Epidemiology, Biostatistics and Clinical Research Methods Summer
Session and initiated several new satellite learning cyber courses on research methods that
were transmitted VA wide. The ERIC presents a major resource for COE investigators and
fellows for epidemiology research, technical assistance, and education.

Our computer and telephone cabling is connected directly to the VA Puget Sound Medical
Center and the VA Network via five point-to-point T1 connections. This connection method
keeps our site within the VA infrastructure and allows continued access to VA Clinical
Applications, Internet, and VA email systems. The move also allowed us to upgrade our
information technology system and enhance our information processing and data storage
infrastructure.

Investigators

The Center presently has 22 core and 20 affiliate investigators who conduct an extensive
program of health services research funded by a combination of VA and non-VA sources. The
Center is fortunate to have a stable core of senior and mid-level investigators who are well
funded and productive and who provide leadership in a variety of local and national
organizations.



Our newest Core Investigators are Drs. Christopher Bryson, Lisa Chew, and Kevin Sloan. Drs.
Bryson and Chew are graduates of our own HSR&D Fellowship Training Program who received
Career Development Awards. Dr. Kevin Sloan was an affiliate investigator who was added to
our list of core investigator status this year.

Center Funding

Funding to the Center topped $10 million in 2004, an increase from the $8.5 million we received
in 2003. Our funding base reflects the continued solid leveraging of our core funds, which now
represent only 6.6 percent of our total Center funding. Supplemental funds from Central Office
enabled us to adequately furnish and maintain network connectivity to the Medical Center from
our new space. The VA Puget Sound Health Care System contributed to the move and will
support the costs of the lease and maintenance of our off-site office space.

Research Projects

During 2004, the CoE supported a total of 90 active awards for research projects, research
administration, and research training. The VA HSR&D-funded research projects during the
reporting period include 10 Investigator Initiated Research (IIR or NRI) projects, 8 Training
Programs, 6 Quality Enhancement Research Initiative (QUERI) projects, 8 Career Development
or Career Scientist Awards, and other Locally Initiated Projects or Service Directed Research
awards. There were an additional 16 projects, QUERI-related and others, funded with medical
care dollars. There were 5 non-HSR&D VA projects. The CoE supported 18 non-VA federally
funded research grants and 10 non-federal grants. Maintenance of a diversified research
portfolio is an ongoing goal of the CoE to provide stability and leveraging of core VA resources.
Moreover, participation in a variety of funding programs engenders collaboration within VA and
non-VA research communities.

The research objectives of the Center are to provide information to improve the delivery of
health services to veterans and to contribute to scientific progress in the field of health services
research. We seek to accomplish these objectives by focusing on three emphasis areas listed
below, with examples of studies and investigators addressing each.

Management of Chronic Disease in Primary and Specialty Care:

Improving primary care for common mental health conditions such as depression (Chaney, Liu),
alcohol- related problems (Bradley), and substance abuse (Saxon, Kivlahan)

Development of collaborative care models for managing chronic stable angina (Fihn)

Causes of racial, education and ethnic disparities in health services and interventions to
improved satisfaction with care (Saha, Chew)

Assessing the effectiveness and safety of medications for chronic conditions (Helfand)
Factors associated with adverse events among patients prescribed high-risk medications
(Hickam)

Development of novel methods to monitor medication adherence (Bryson, Fihn)

Prevention of complications of diabetes (Reiber, Maciejewski, Young)

Studying ways to improve care for patients with chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (Au,
Fan, Fihn)

Evaluation of process and outcomes of treatment of heart disease (Sales, Maynard, Au, Fihn)

Preservation of Independence in Older Adults:

Identifying predictors of better outcomes of assisted living and other community residential care
services (Hedrick)

Identification and treatment of hearing impairment (Yueh)

Assessment of VA's Long-term Care Referral Process (Hedrick)



Evaluation of Alternative Delivery Systems:

Assessing the organization of subspecialty care (Sales)

Performance evaluation of Community Based Outpatient Clinics (Chapko, Liu, Maciejewski)
Study of association between VA nurse staffing and patient outcomes (Sales)

The Center also strives to advance basic methodology in Health Services Research:
Development of new methods for case-mix adjustment (Fihn, Sales, Liu, Maciejewski, Sloan)
Statistical methodology for analysis of the randomized encouragement design study and new
methods for analysis of health care costs (Zhou)

Research Products and Dissemination

The number of publications and presentations by investigators and trainees continued at a high
level. During the reporting period, Center investigators and trainees published 99 articles with a
large number of these in the most prestigious journals such as the New England Journal of
Medicine, JAMA, American Journal of Medicine, Medical Care, Health Services Research,
Journal of Clinical Epidemiology, and the Journal of General Internal Medicine. In addition,
investigators made 42 presentations at regional, national, and international conferences. We
maintain a web page for the Center (http//www.va.gov/pshsrd/).

National and Regional Leadership Roles

In July, Dr. Stephan Fihn began a very important national leadership role as Acting Chief
Research and Development Officer for the Office of Research and Development. During his
assignment, Susan Hedrick is Acting Center Director.

Center investigators continue to influence health research and policy through leadership and
service to a wide range of national organizations including the American Board of Physical
Medicine and Rehabilitation, Society for Epidemiologic Research, American Statistical
Association, Society of General Internal Medicine, American Thoracic Society, American
Diabetes Association, American Public Health Association, American Statistical Association,
U.S. Cochrane Center, Multiple Sclerosis Society, American Paraplegia Society, and Eastern
Paralyzed Veterans of America. Investigators also provide services to a large variety of VA
review panels, committees, and task forces.

Training Activities

The training of postdoctoral MD and PhD fellows in Health Services Research remains a central
mission, with multiple successful training programs. During FY 04, thirty fellows were supported
in the eight HSR&D, Ambulatory Care, Medical Informatics, Women’s Health and Robert Wood

Johnson postdoctoral MD and PhD fellowship programs at the Seattle and Portland VA Medical
Centers.

The core staff also remains active in teaching in the Schools of Medicine and Public Health at
the University of Washington and the Oregon Health and Science University, with several
members of the core staff serving as course directors and all staff serving on thesis and
dissertation committees.

Future Plans

Our future plans are centered on making best use of the expanded opportunities for growth and
collaboration afforded by the move to our new space. We plan to identify areas of expertise
needed in adding new investigators, using, in part, the new Merit Review Entry Program and
Associate Investigator awards to bring on junior colleagues. We plan to add to our list of Career



Development and Career Scientist Awardees to provide career support to more senior
investigators and continue leveraging our core support.

We have begun enhanced communication to build on existing joint projects with the Group
Health Cooperative Center for Health Studies in the adjacent building through e-mail groups,
joint seminars, and topic-based joint work groups including groups on health economics and
biostatistics. We have already built on the expertise available in that Center on the collaborative
care model for chronic disease care and translation research for projects on depression and
spinal cord injury, as two examples.

We have begun to build on our new location closer to the University of Washington to increase
our already close ties to their investigators and teaching programs, especially the new PhD
program in the Department of Health Services, as a source of research assistants, postdoctoral
fellows, junior and senior investigators, and joint project and funding opportunities.

In general, we will continue to advance the VA health services research agenda by conducting
projects designed to provide information that can improve the delivery of health services to
veterans and contribute to scientific progress in the field of health services research. We intend
to continue to work with the HSR&D Service by addressing important health delivery issues
identified by senior managers in Central Office and the networks. We will continue to provide
leadership in the field and provide information nationally and internationally to ensure that
lessons learned in VA can be applied to problems in the larger health care system. We will
continue to help meet the increasing need for trained health services researchers in VA and
elsewhere by continued focus on our teaching and fellowship programs.



2 Investigators

The report database and organizational chart list the members of the Center staff and their
positions and responsibilities. The responsibilities of the core investigators are briefly described
here. Center Director Dr. Stephan Fihn is also Co-Director of the Seattle Ambulatory Care and
HSR&D Fellowship Training Programs, and Clinical Co-Chair of the Ischemic Heart Disease
QUERI. His other responsibilities are as Professor and Head of the Division of General Internal
Medicine at the University of Washington (UW) and Adjunct Professor in the Department of
Health Services. Dr. Susan Hedrick is Associate Director of the Center for Seattle, Research
Career Scientist, and Professor in the Department of Health Services at the UW. In July 2004,
Dr. Stephan Fihn began serving as Acting Chief Research and Development Officer for VA
Research & Development and Susan Hedrick was appointed Acting Center Director for HSR&D.

Seattle

Our newest Core Investigators are Drs. Christopher Bryson and Lisa Chew. Drs. Bryson and
Chew are both graduates of our HSR&D Fellowship Training Program and staff physicians at
the VA Puget Sound Health Care System. They received Career Development Awards in July
2004. Dr. Bryson’s interests relate to cardiovascular pharmacoepidemiology and to the
development and application of measures of medication adherence using computerized
pharmacy databases. Dr. Chew’s research interests are focused on the study of inadequate
health literacy and its impact on chronic disease management. We also changed Dr. Kevin
Sloan’s status from Affiliate Investigator to Core Investigator. He is a Center investigator with
interests in case-mix adjustment instrument development and methodology, population-based
disease management, and issues related to comorbid conditions.

Dr. David Au, Career Development Awardee, is an Assistant Professor in the Department of
Medicine and VA Staff Physician in Pulmonary and Critical Care Medicine. Dr. Katharine
Bradley is an Associate Professor in the Department of Medicine and VA Staff Physician in
Medicine Service. Dr. Edmund Chaney is an Investigator and Associate Professor in the
Department of Psychiatric and Behavioral Medicine. Dr. Michael Chapko serves the Center in
the role of Research Review Coordinator and is Associate Director of the Northwest Hepatitis C
Resource Center. In addition, he serves as data management coordinator for the Epidemiology
Research and Information Center (ERIC). He is a Research Professor in the Department of
Health Services. Dr. Jason Dominitz is an Investigator and Assistant Professor in the
Department of Medicine and Director of the Northwest Hepatitis C Resource Center. He is a VA
Staff Physician in the Gastroenterology Division. Dr. Vincent Fan, Career Development
Awardee, is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Medicine and VA Staff Physician in
Pulmonary and Critical Care Medicine.

Dr. Matt Maciejewski serves as Information Dissemination Coordinator for the Center and is
Assistant Professor in the Department of Health Services. Dr. Chuan-Fen Liu is an Investigator
and Coordinator of the HSR&D Research Colloquium and Research Assistant Professor in the
Department of Health Services. Dr. Charles Maynard is an Investigator, Research Coordinator
of the IHD QUERI, and Research Associate Professor in the Department of Health Services.
He also serves the Center as coordinator for the administrative and clinical databases.

Dr. Gayle Reiber is a Research Career Scientist and serves as Director of our PhD Postdoctoral
Training Program. She is also Director of Educational Activities for the Epidemiology Research
and Information Center and a Core Investigator on the Rehab R&D funded Center of Excellence
for Limb Loss Prevention and Prosthetic Engineering. She is a Professor in the Departments of
Health Services and Epidemiology. Dr. Anne Sales is an Investigator and was promoted to
Associate Professor in the Department of Health Services this year. She is also Translation



Coordinator for the IHD QUERI. Dr. Bevan Yueh completed his Advanced Career Development
Award this year. He is Assistant Professor in the Department of Otolaryngology and VA Staff
Physician for Surgical Services. He also directs the Surgical Outcomes and Research (SOAR)
Center at the University of Washington, an active collaboration of general, orthopedic, urologic,
neurosurgical, and otolaryngological surgeons. Dr. Andrew Zhou, Senior Biostatistician is a
Research Professor at the University of Washington, Department of Biostatistics and
Department of Health Services.

Portland

Dr. David Hickam, Associate Director of the HSR&D Portland affiliate, also directs the Portland
VAMC Ambulatory Care Fellowship Program and Medical Informatics Fellowship Program at
that site and co-directs the Health Issues for Women Veterans Fellowship. He is also Professor
in the Departments of Medicine, Public Health and Preventive Medicine, and Division of Medical
Informatics and Outcomes Research at the Oregon Health and Science University. Dr. Martha
Gerrity is a VA Staff Physician, Director of the Portland Center for the Evaluation of Clinical
Services, and Associate Professor at the Oregon Health and Science University.

Dr. Jackilen Shannon, a nutritional epidemiologist, is an Assistant Professor with the OHSU
Department of Public Health and Preventive Medicine. Dr. Mark Helfand is a VA Staff Physician
and the Director of the Oregon Health and Science University Evidence-Based Practice Center
(EPC). Dr. Somnath Saha, Career Development Awardee, is Assistant Professor with Medicine
and Medical Informatics and Outcomes Research at the Oregon Health and Science University.
He is also a Staff Physician for Specialty Medicine.

3 Center Funding

Funding to the Center in 2004 totaled 10.6 million, considerably higher than the $8.5 million
received in 2003. The increase is due to additional QUERI project funding and non-VA funding.
The Center supported 92 unique projects from 106 funding sources and continued to
substantially leverage core funding. The $708,000 in Center Core funds is just 13.7% of the
total funding received from the HSR&D Service and just 6.6% of total funding received from all
sources. The additional $20,000 in core funding reported in ART is actually funding from the
San Diego REAP for salary support for Dr. Charles Maynard. See Table 2 and Figures 1-4 for
five-year funding information and project totals.

Core funds were expended primarily for partial salary support to core investigators and full
salary support to administrative and computer support staff. The salaries for Drs. Fihn, Bradley,
Chaney, Dominitz, Hickam, and Sloan were contributed by the medical centers. The Career
Development Program funded salaries for Drs. Au, Bryson, Chew, Fan, Saha, and Yueh; and
the Career Scientist Program funded the salaries for Drs. Hedrick and Reiber. Research and
Development and the QUERI 101 funds covered our Administrative Officer’'s salary. All other
costs represent funding for ongoing personnel agreements, service contracts, software site
licenses, equipment upgrades, and supplies.

Supplemental funds supported our Annual Report Template Program and its efforts to expand
the consolidated VACO HSR&D Annual Report database. We also received supplemental
funding to help move our Center offsite and help remodel and furnish the acquired 19,800 sq ft
of office space. In addition, the Puget Sound Health Care System contributed funds to pay for
the offsite lease and phone system and will continue to support the lease and maintenance for
our offsite space.

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4 Research Projects

During 2004 the Center of Excellence (CoE) supported a total of 90 active awards for research
projects, research administration, and research training. The VA HSR&D-funded research
projects during the reporting period include 10 Investigator Initiated Research (IR or NRI)
projects, 8 Training Programs, 6 Quality Enhancement Research Initiative (QUERI) projects, 8
Career Development or Career Scientist Awards, and other LIP or SDR awards. There were an
additional 16 projects, QUERI-related and others, funded with medical care dollars. There were
5 non-HSR&D VA projects. The CoE supported 18 non-VA federally funded research grants
and 10 non-federal grants. Maintenance of a diversified research portfolio is an ongoing goal of
the CoE to provide stability and leveraging of core VA resources. Moreover, participation in a
variety of funding programs engenders collaboration within VA and non-VA research
communities.

The research objectives of the CoE are to provide data and information that are important and
relevant to improving the delivery of health services to veterans and to contribute to scientific
progress in the field of health services research. We seek to accomplish these objectives by
focusing on three long-standing emphasis areas: management of chronic disease in primary
and specialty care, preservation of independence in older adults, and evaluation of alternative
delivery systems. We summarize current research activities of our core investigators below.

VA Puget Sound Health Care System

Dr. David Au, is an Advanced Research Career Development Awardee whose research focuses
on improving delivery of care for patients with COPD. Dr. Au is Pl on a newly funded IIR
“Improving the Quality of Communication for Patients with COPD” which will evaluate a
multifaceted intervention for communication between primary care providers and patients with
moderate-to-severe COPD. His research also includes pharmacoepidemiologic studies that
examine the effects of COPD therapy on cardiovascular and non-cardiovascular disease
outcomes. He is currently examining differences in health care resource utilization among
patients with lung cancer and COPD as well developing a better understanding of resource
utilization and costs associated with COPD. Dr. Au has recently agreed to be a site investigator
on the NCI/VA funded CANCORS study that seeks to better understand and improve the
delivery of care for patients with lung and colorectal malignancies.

Dr. Katharine Bradley’s work is focused on translating research on alcohol screening and brief
intervention into practice, and she became the Co-Clinical Coordinator for the Substance Use
Disorders QUERI this year. She is currently conducting a firm trial of a CPRS Alcohol
Counseling Clinical Reminder that is funded by a Robert Wood Johnson Foundation Generalist
Physicians Faculty Scholars grant. Dr. Bradley is also supported by a five-year K23 award from
NIAAA, currently in its fifth year, focusing on the design and analysis of effectiveness trials of
alcohol-related interventions in primary care settings.

Dr. Christopher Bryson is beginning the first year of his Career Development Award focused on
research entitled "Medication Adherence and Cardiovascular Risk Reduction.” This work will
use VA pharmacy data to help determine why patients fail to meet target lipid levels, blood
pressure targets, and blood sugar control that results in inadequate cardiovascular risk
reduction. He is also Co-Investigator on a study that examines the impact of the increase in
copayment on medication adherence.

Dr. Edmund Chaney is Principal Investigator on a multi-site Mental Health Initiative (WAVES)
and a QUERI - SDR study (CHIACC) evaluating informatics improvements for collaborative care
of chronic illness. He is Co-Principal Investigator on a Mental Health QUERI - SDR study
(ReTIDES) conducting an evaluation of spreading best practices for treating depression into VA
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primary care clinics. He is Co-Investigator on the “Value and Cost of Translating Collaborative
Care Models for Depression (COVES)” and on the “Technology Enhanced Depression
Intervention (TEDI)” projects.

Dr. Michael Chapko is Co-Investigator on the “Evaluation of Community Based Outpatient Clinic
Costs Using DSS Data” and responsible for VA cost assessment on the evaluation of the
Assisted Living Pilot Program. He is Associate Director of the Northwest Hepatitis C Resource
Center and is conducting cost-effectiveness analyses of screening strategies for hepatitis C and
use of growth factors as an adjunct to hepatitis C antiviral therapy.

Dr. Lisa Chew is a recent recipient of the VA Career Development Award. Dr. Chew's research
interests are focused on the study of inadequate health literacy and its impact on chronic
disease management. Specifically, she is interested in evaluating the relationship between
inadequate health literacy and quality of diabetes care among VA patients and developing a
brief instrument to identify patients with this disability.

Dr. Jason Dominitz is Director of the Northwest Hepatitis C Resource Center and has just
completed a VA Cooperative Study to estimate the prevalence of hepatitis C in VA. The
Hepatitis C Resource Center is conducting several studies into patterns of hepatitis C care in
VA and cost-effectiveness of hepatitis C testing and treatment. Dr. Dominitz is also an
investigator on an NCI funded study on the use of adjuvant therapy for colorectal care among
Medicare beneficiaries.

Dr. Vincent Fan is a first year Career Development Awardee whose research focuses on
improving quality of care for patients with chronic lung disease with a focus on patients with
chronic obstructive pulmonary disease. He is a co-investigator on two VA-funded trials,
"Improving the Management of Chronic Stable Angina" and "Improving Quality of
Communication for Patients with COPD". Current projects include the identification of patients
with COPD at high-risk for COPD exacerbations and hospitalizations using data collected as
part of the National Emphysema Treatment Trial. His research also focuses on improving
chronic disease management and understanding the factors related to patient satisfaction with
care in the primary care setting.

Dr. Stephan Fihn is Research Coordinator for the Ischemic Heart Disease QUERI. He
continues his lead role on several other studies including methods to assess quality of chronic
disease management, ischemic heart disease, and on the epidemiology of urinary tract
infections.

Dr. Susan Hedrick is a VA Career Scientist and Principal Investigator of the “Assisted Living
Pilot Project Evaluation,” mandated as part of the Veterans Millennium Health Care and Benefits
Act, which is now completing data collection. She is also Pl on a study designed to analyze the
current practice of referrals to long-term care (LTC) in VA and to use that information to develop
interventions that may increase the likelihood that VA LTC referrals are made to home and
community-based care LTC programs.

Dr. Chuan-Fen Liu, a health economist, is a Co-Investigator on several related studies of
improving depression treatment in primary care, TIDES, WAVES, COVES, and ReTIDES, with
special responsibility for evaluating process of care, utilization and cost of care, intervention
costs, and cost-effectiveness of the collaborative care interventions. She is Principal
Investigator on a sub-project of ReTIDES to conduct cost and cost-effectiveness analyses. She
is a Co-Investigator on a study assessing costs of VA community-based outpatient care and a
study examining the impact of drug copayment increases in VA on veterans’ utilization, cost and
health outcomes. She is a Co-Investigator conducting cost and cost-effective analyses on a

study examining the long-term outcomes after screening for hearing loss and a study assessing
a collaborative cardiac care model in primary care settings.

Dr. Matthew Maciejewski, a health economist, is Pl on an IR evaluating Community Based
Outpatient Clinic costs using DSS data. He is Pl on a VA-funded study "VA Prescription Drug
Copayments and Veterans with Diabetes or Hypertension" that will examine the effect of a VA
medication copayment increase on changes in medication and health care use and changes in
health outcomes. He is Co-Investigator on an NIH-funded “Study of Health Outcomes of
Weight-Loss.” He will be publishing a meta-analysis of studies related to quality of life and
obesity with Drs. Donald Patrick at the University of Washington and David Williamson at CDC
and a paper comparing costs of morbidly obese individuals with individuals with lower levels of
obesity (with David Arterburn, a former HSR&D fellow). He is also Pl on a study that was just
approved with a high likelihood of funding to conduct an IIR that will evaluate what types of
elderly veterans obtain primary care at VA only, Medicare only, or both.

Dr. Charles Maynard devotes half of his VA time to the Seattle Epidemiologic Research and
Information Center, where he is database coordinator. Currently, he is working with
investigators from the Duke Clinical Research Institute and the Clinical Outcomes Assessment
Program located in Seattle. In conjunction with the Washington State Department of Social and
Health Services, he is Co-PI with Dr. Gary Cox of the University of Washington Alcohol and
Drug Abuse Institute on studies evaluating outcomes of individuals discharged from state
mental hospitals to the community.

Dr. Gayle Reiber is a VA Career Scientist. Her research includes prevention and treatment of
foot ulcers and amputations. Dr. Reiber and colleagues work to prevent and treat diabetes and
foot ulcers. Her work on amputations involves measuring function, quality of life and cost in
traumatic amputees and individuals coming to amputation from disease processes. She is the
Principal Investigator on a Robert Wood Johnson and Sandy MacColl Foundation study “A
Randomized Controlled Trial to Improve Self-management and Promote Healthy Lifestyles in
Medicaid and Dual Eligible Medicare Recipients with Diabetes.” Dr. Reiber is also a core
investigator in the Rehabilitation Research and Development Lower Extremity Function,
Amputation and Prosthetics Center and the Epidemiologic Research and Information Center
(ERIC). She directs the ERIC Education program including the Epidemiology, Biostatistics and
Clinical Research Methods Summer Session, the VA Employee Education System
Cyber/Distance Learning and the University of Washington Education Outreach versions of
these courses.

Dr. Anne Sales is Principal Investigator on an IIR entitled "Nurse Staffing and Patient Outcomes
in VA," a major study looking at the association between nursing factors (including staffing and
mix, satisfaction and burnout among others) and patient outcomes in all VA acute care facilities.
In addition, she is co-PI on a study to follow quality of care among patients with acute coronary
syndromes in VA, and co-investigator on a Service Directed Research proposal being submitted
to fully evaluate the effect of changes in cardiac care in the VHA. She is also Pl of a
Management Consultation project under contract with the Office of Nursing Service to assist in
developing the VA Nursing Outcomes Database, a national database to store nursing-sensitive
guality indicators. She is also collaborating with investigators at the Birmingham TREP on a
project to assess the effectiveness of a web-based decision support system to assist providers
in delivering optimal secondary prevention for patients who have experienced a heart attack.

Dr. Kevin Sloan is Principal Investigator on an IIR entitled “Effects of Outlier Identification
Strategy on Facility Profiling" examining the impact of choice of case-mix measure and
statistical methodology on facility performance on five outcomes -- total cost, outpatient
pharmacy cost, low density lipoprotein control in the secondary prevention of ischemic heart
disease, hemoglobin Alc control in the secondary prevention of diabetes mellitus, and days to
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psychiatric readmission. Dr. Sloan's research interests include case-mix adjustment instrument
development and methodology, population-based disease management, and issues related to
comorbid conditions. Dr. Sloan is also a core staff investigator with the Northwest Hepatitis C
Resource Center.

Dr. Bevan Yueh has recently completed his Advanced Research Career Development Award.
He continues to work in the detection and treatment of hearing loss. He is Principal Investigator
on an lIR “Audiology Visits after Screening for Hearing Loss,” a randomized clinical trial
comparing screening strategies for adult hearing impairment. This project includes collaboration
with a number of other core investigators, including Drs. Hedrick, Boyko, and Liu. He also
continues to work on studying effectiveness of treatment for head and neck cancer at the Fred
Hutchinson Cancer Research Center and University of Washington.

Dr. Andrew Zhou is Director of the Biostatistics Unit. He is Principal Investigator on two NIH
grants, one for developing a general statistical methodology for causal treatment analysis of the
randomized encouragement design study when data have complicated structure, and another
for developing new statistical methods for analysis of health care costs. He is also Principal
Investigator on a newly funded IIR entitled "New Statistical Methods for Analyzing Veterans’
Health Care Costs.” In addition he is consulting on studies with Drs. Hedrick, Chapko, and
Sloan.

Portland VA Medical Center

Dr. Mark Helfand directs the Oregon Health and Science University Evidence-Based Practice
Center (EPC), which successfully competed last year for a five-year renewal of funding through
the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality (AHRQ). His main work for the EPC is in
evidence-based drug effectiveness and safety evaluations and in evaluating food- based health
claims for the FDA. The OHSU EPC is also the sole provider of technical support to the U.S.
Preventive Services Task Force from 2003 to 2007. Dr. Helfand is core faculty on OHSU’s K-30
clinical research training program and on two K-12 programs. He is on the Executive
Committee for the QUERI focusing on colon cancer. He is principal investigator of a QUERI
Service Directed Project on interventions to improve colon cancer screening.

Dr. David Hickam conducts a research program focusing on patient and delivery system factors
that affect patient outcomes. He is the Principal Investigator of a project funded by AHRQ titled
the “Oregon Patient Safety Evaluation Center.” This project is a collaborative effort of the
Portland VA Medical Center, Oregon Health and Science University, and three other large
healthcare organizations in the Portland area that is studying factors associated with adverse
events among patients prescribed high-risk medications such as anticoagulants. He is Pl on a
VA epidemiology merit review project examining outcomes of a cohort of VA patients with
prostate cancer. This project is being conducted at both the Portland and Durham VA Medical
Centers. He also is collaborating on an evidence report being prepared by the OHSU EPC on
the effectiveness of telemedicine applications in the Medicare population.

Dr. Jackilen Shannon is the recipient of an NCI career development award to assess the
association between dietary intake of fatty acids and risk of prostate cancer and to further
develop her training in molecular epidemiology. Dr. Shannon is also PI for a project funded by
the DOD to conduct a randomized controlled trial of a fish oil supplement and fatty acid
synthase expression in prostate tissue of men undergoing repeat biopsies for prostate cancer.
She also is a co-investigator on Dr. Hickam'’s cohort study of outcomes of VA prostate cancer
patients and Dr. Helfand’s QUERI SDP study of an event notification system to improve
adequate follow-up of patients with a positive screening fecal occult blood test.
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Dr. Somnath Saha, a Career Development Awardee, has been studying causes of racial and
ethnic disparities in health services. He has a particular interest in examining why prior studies
have found that patients are more satisfied with their care when their provider is of the same
racial background. These studies will examine whether this finding is due to specific provider
knowledge, attitudes, skills, and behaviors, providing guidance to the design of effective cultural
competence interventions for providers. He also is supported by a 4-year grant through the
Robert Wood Johnson Generalist Physician Faculty Scholars Program to pursue this research.

Research Program Overview

We have greatly benefited from a new position created within the CoE to assist investigators’
compliance with increasingly complex human subjects and HIPAA requirements. Connie
Nakano, the Human Subjects Coordinator, has established multiple mechanisms for helping
investigators and staff: development of Human Subjects A-Z, a searchable website that
provides easy access to IRB/HIPAA regulations, forms, and guidelines with special sections
including “frequently asked questions;” face-to-face meetings with individual projects regarding
their specific needs; review of all VA proposals for IRB/HIPAA compliance as a member of the
HSR&D Research Review Committee; regular workshops on IRB/HIPAA issues; and periodic e-
mails providing updates on new developments. The Human Subjects A-Z has been requested
by CO staff with responsibilities for human subject’s issues and by other CoE’s as a potential
resource and model for staff support in this complex area. One new development is the change
in the IRB process for our site. Until now, VA research was reviewed by various IRB
committees at the University of Washington. VA and the University of Washington have now
established a UW committee housed at VA that will review only VA research protocols.

The CoE continues to utilize the VISN 20 Consumer Health Information and Performance Set
(CHIPS) clinical utilization data warehouse, to support efforts to enhance the scope of the data
warehouse design, and to promote utilization of CHIPS by the VISN 20 research community.

The CoE also hosts the HSR&D Annual Report Template program and its SQL Servers and will
implement a new method of connecting all HSR&D Centers to the ART Server. Another role
we’ve taken on is to develop and host the SQL Analytic Data Cubes for the VA Nursing
Database Study. The data cubes are accessed and updated by Nurse Managers using a web
based interface directly into a ProClarity Analytic Server for subsequent access into the data
cubes. Both of these new connectivity methods will enable users to access data more efficiently.

In summary, the research program of the Center of Excellence continues to shown steady
growth, is highly successful in meeting its’ mission, and is well integrated into the broader
academic health services research community.

5 Research Products and Dissemination

The main objective of our efforts toward information dissemination is to distribute research-
based information to a national and international audience of health professionals, investigators,
clinicians, administrators, and consumers. Our strategies include the use of project final
reports, publications, scientific and clinical presentations, consultative assistance, educational
activities, a monthly research colloquium, web sites, and our newsletter. The newsletter is
posted on the HSR&D web page to inform members of the VA system about our activities,
recent HSR&D research results, and overall productivity.

The Northwest Center web page (http//www.va.gov/pshsrd/) contains detailed information on
the Center of Excellence, core investigators, training programs, and current research projects.
A comprehensive set of links to VA and other health services web pages is included as well.

The number of publications and presentations by investigators and trainees again achieved a
high level. During the reporting period, Center investigators and trainees published 99 articles.
A large number of these articles appeared in the most prestigious journals such as the New
England Journal of Medicine, JAMA, American Journal of Medicine, Medical Care, Health
Services Research, Journal of Clinical Epidemiology, and the Journal of General Internal
Medicine. Also, investigators made 42 presentations at regional, national, and international
conferences.

A number of our research products have had an important effect on patient care delivery or
health care management. Two examples are highlighted here.

One important article is summarizing the findings of Dr. Stephan Fihn's recently completed
Ambulatory Care Quality Improvement Project, a group-randomized effectiveness trial (Fihn et
al., American J of Med, 2004; 116, 241-248). Firms within VA general internal medicine clinics
received a limited audit/feedback of health status information. Respondents to a baseline health
inventory were regularly mailed the 36-Item Short Form (SF-36) and, as relevant,
guestionnaires about six chronic conditions (ischemic heart disease, diabetes, chronic
obstructive pulmonary disease, depression, alcohol use, and hypertension) and satisfaction with
care. Data were reported to primary providers at individual patient visits and in aggregate
during a 2-year period.

Baseline forms were mailed to 34,050 patients and 22,413 returned the forms. Of the 22,413
respondents, 15,346 completed and returned follow-up surveys. Over the 2-year study, the
difference between intervention and control groups (as measured by difference in average
slope) was -0.26 (95% confidence interval [CI]: -0.79 to 0.27; P=0.28) for the SF-36 Physical
Component Summary score and -0.53 (95% CI: -1.09 to 0.03; P=0.06) for the SF-36 Mental
Component Summary score. No significant differences emerged after adjusting for deaths.
There were no significant differences in condition-specific measures or satisfaction between
groups after adjustment for provider type, panel size, and number of intervention visits, or after
analysis of patients who completed all forms. The study concluded that an elaborate, sustained
audit/feedback program of general and condition-specific measures of health/satisfaction did not
improve outcomes. To be effective, such data probably should be incorporated into a
comprehensive chronic disease management program.

Another recent article of interest is by Matthew Maciejewski, Gayle Reiber, et al. entitled
“Effectiveness of Diabetic Therapeutic Footwear in Preventing Reulceration.” published in
Diabetes Care July 27(7) 1774-82, reviewed the evidence for the effectiveness of therapeutic
footwear in preventing foot reulceration in persons with diabetes and foot risk factors.



Therapeutic footwear was publicized as a way to prevent ulcers, amputations, hospitalizations,
and costs when Congress approved this benefit contingent upon a demonstration study showing
cost savings or cost neutrality. Footwear benefits have been widely promoted and accepted in
the clinical community despite limited experimental evidence on the effectiveness of therapeutic
footwear in preventing foot reulceration.

Two clinical trials found no significant protective benefit of therapeutic footwear while analytic
and descriptive studies reported significant protective findings. There are six fundamental
issues important in evaluating footwear and reulceration findings: 1) the heterogeneity in study
design, 2) patient reulceration risk, 3) follow-up and study outcome criteria, 4) characteristics of
intervention shoes and inserts, 5) adherence with study footwear and foot protection when
patients are out of their study footwear, and 6) concurrent non-footwear interventions. Risk
ratios in all studies assessing the association between therapeutic footwear and reulceration
were below 1.0 suggesting some protective footwear benefit. However, in the most rigorous
experimental study, no statistically significant benefit was observed between control patients
wearing their own footwear and intervention patients wearing study footwear. Annual
reulceration in these studies’ control groups ranged from 8.4% to 59.3%. In patients with severe
foot deformity or prior toe or ray amputation, observational studies suggested a significant
protective benefit from therapeutic footwear.

Therapeutic footwear has been used for decades as one of many strategies to prevent
reulceration in patients with diabetes and foot risk factors. The findings of several studies
reporting statistically significant protective effects from therapeutic footwear may have been
unduly influenced by several design issues. When considering the appropriateness of
therapeutic footwear recommendations for moderate risk patients, clinicians and patients should
jointly explore individual strategies to decrease events that lead to foot ulcers.

We accept
an average of four post-MD fellows for advanced training in health services research
methodology each year, two in each program. In addition, we help to provide mentorship and
assistance to VA-funded trainees in the University of Washington Robert Wood Johnson Clinical
Scholars Program. Fellows trained in the program typically include a mixture of general
internists and medical subspecialists.

Medical Informatics Fellowships — Seattle. The VA Postdoctoral Fellowship in Medical
Informatics was initiated July 1995 in cooperation with the University of Washington School of
Medicine Integrated Academic Information Management System Program. The program is
open to physicians and other doctoral-level professionals and managers, and currently has one
physician fellow enrolled.

Postdoctoral PhD Fellowships — Seattle/Portland. Our Center was selected in 1994 as a
Postdoctoral Training Program site for two fellows each year. Fellows typically stay for two
years. The objectives of our program are to prepare fellows for a career in health services
research. Fellows design and conduct one or more health services research projects, are
mentored by HSR&D investigators, participate in the Seattle HSR&D Research Review
Committee, and meet with other fellows in weekly seminars.

Postdoctoral MD Fellowships — Portland. The Portland VAMC has operated a VA-funded
Ambulatory Care Postdoctoral fellowship since 1990. Dr. Hickam directs this program, which
trains two fellows in health services and clinical epidemiology.

Women'’s Health Fellowship — Portland. The Portland VAMC fellowship program in health
issues of women veterans currently has two board-eligible internists in training. Their research
activities address women'’s issues including screening for osteoporosis and malignancies in
women. Dr. Hickam is a core faculty member for this program. This curriculum is closely
integrated with the ambulatory care fellowship.

Medical Informatics Fellowships — Portland. The Portland VAMC was one of the original seven
recipients of funding for a Medical Informatics fellowship in 1995. The program has been
designed to train one physician per year to pursue an academic medical informatics career.
This program is closely affiliated with the Division of Medical Informatics and Outcomes
Research of Oregon Health and Science University, which offer a masters degree in medical
information sciences.
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Achievements of Fellows
Postdoctoral M.D. Fellowships — Seattle

Seven physicians completed their training in the HSR&D or Ambulatory Care Fellowship
Programs during the past year; five of whom chose to continue to work in the VA System. Dr.
Jenny Tong is interested in diabetes studies in Asian Americans and accepted a postdoctoral
fellowship with Dr. Steven Kahn at the VA Puget Sound Health Care System (VAPSHCS). Dr.
Lisa Chew who studied health literacy among preoperative patients received a Career
Development Award and is now a core investigator at our Center of Excellence. Dr. Ann
Hightower completed her study on the influence of prior education and reading ability on the
assessment of cognitive function in elderly patients and accepted a job with the Salisbury North
Carolina VA. Dr. Francine Wiest completed a third-year of training that focused on the effect of
work-hours on the performance of interns and residents. She also completed a project
examining the quality of care for patients with chronic stable angina. She is currently working as
a staff physician at the VAPSHCS. Dr. Sara Jackson studied data related to the effect of
hormone replacement on susceptibility to urinary tract infections in post-menopausal women
and continues to work part time as a staff physician at the VAPSHCS. Dr. Kent Hu, whose
interests relate to the cost-effectiveness of maximal sterile barriers and the epidemiology of
urinary tract infections, is currently practicing in the Seattle area. Dr. Rosalie Miller who studied
cardiovascular health prevention is now the Health Officer for Kittitas County, Washington.

Our second year fellows are Dr. Ryan Chew, who is studying health service delivery, and Dr.
Laura Evans, a pulmonary physician who is working with David Au.

Our newly arrived first-year fellows are Drs. Rebecca Rudolph and Sasha Dublin. Dr. Rudolph
is a clinical instructor with the Division of Gastroenterology at the University of Washington and
Staff scientist with Fred Hutchinson Cancer Research Center. Dr. Dublin is interested in
women’s health and pharmacoepidemiology and may collaborate with Dr. Bessie Young.

In addition to fellows funded by the VA Office of Academic Affiliations, the Northwest Center
houses local and international fellows who receive support from other sources. Dr. Christopher
Slatore, a pulmonary physician, is working with David Au on studies related to care of patients
with chronic obstructive pulmonary disease. Dr. Derek Lam is a surgeon resident working with
Dr. Bevan Yueh. Dr. Kenichiro Taneda completed his studies, one related to the validation of a
hypertension questionnaire and one to medication adherence, and returned to Japan to accept
a position at Tokyo University in October 2004.

Medical Informatics Fellowships — Seattle

Dr. Timothy Ungs completed his fellowship in December of 2003 and is now the Medical
Director at the Walk-in Health Center in Bellingham, Washington. Dr. Richard Phillips, now a
third year fellow, is finishing up his analysis on informatics issues of cardiac registries used in
Quiality Assurance and physician peer review.

We want to highlight the activities of a past Medical Informatics fellow, Emory Hill, working with
Dr. Jane Tornatore, one of our previous PhD postdoctoral fellows. The film “Quick Brown Fox”
is being launched nationally this fall by Women Make Movies and will be shown on PBS in
October. Drs. Hill and Tornatore are responsible for developing an innovative computer touch
screen for early screening for Alzheimer’s. Dr. Hill created the prototype in 2002 during his
fellowship. The film has received enthusiastic reviews and focuses on an illness affecting nearly
five million American families.
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Postdoctoral M.D. Fellowships — Portland

At the Portland VAMC there are three fellowship programs that have a primary goal of preparing
trainees to pursue careers in health services research. The three programs have been
successful in placing graduates in faculty positions in the VA and affiliated universities.

In the ambulatory care fellowship, Elizabeth Haney, MD, MPH, completed a third year of training
in 2004 and then assumed a faculty position in the general medicine division of Oregon Health
& Science University. Her research focused on risk factors for osteoporosis in men, and she
has submitted a K23 application to the NIH that was based on her fellowship research. Marnie
Ririe, MD also completed training this year and then began a clinical faculty position in the
general medicine division of Oregon Health & Science University (based at Good Samaritan
Hospital in Portland). Her fellowship research examined the effectiveness of patient education
activities in a primary care clinic. Craig Tanner, MD, entered the fellowship in 2003 and will
graduate in June, 2005. He is pursuing research on the assessment of competencies of clinical
trainees. Rachel Solotaroff, MD, began the fellowship this year and has begun a project
examining the relationship of insurance coverage to self-care behaviors among patients with
chronic diseases.

Blake Lesselroth, MD and Eilis Boudreau, MD, both entered the medical informatics fellowship
in 2003. Dr. Lesselroth is pursuing research on clinical information systems for physicians. Dr.
Boudreau, who is focusing on bioinformatics, is conducting research on gene array data.
Kimberly Vesco, MD, began the women's medicine fellowship this year and is focusing on the
provision of maternity care in the VA system.

Postdoctoral PhD Fellowship — Seattle

Dr. Christine Rousseau, PhD, completed her health services training and a Masters in
Epidemiology in May 2004. Dr. Rousseau, a geneticist, worked with Dr. Jason Dominitz, a
gastroenterologist. They completed several Hepatitis C genetics and health services studies.
She accepted a research faculty position at the University of Washington and continues
intermittent collaboration with the Hepatitis C Resource Center. Duncan Campbell, PhD, started
his postdoctoral fellowship in October of 2003 and is currently implementing his research on
stigma among veterans treated for depression in VA primary care. He is working closely with
the research teams for two ongoing studies: Translating Initiatives for Depression into Effective
Solutions (TIDES) and Well being Among Veterans Study (WAVES). He plans to submit a VA
Associate Investigators Award near the conclusion of his Post Doctoral Fellowship.

We were awarded special one year funding for Leslie Kinder, PhD. She began her postdoctoral
fellowship in July 2004. Dr. Kathy Bradley is mentoring her for work focusing on mechanisms
linking depression and alcoholism. We anticipate being joined by Christian Helfrich in January
2005, after his completion of his PhD in Health Services at UNC Chapel Hill. His primary
mentor at the CoE will be Anne Sales and he will work with her on qualitative and quantitative
projects.

Training Program Impact
Over 80% of the graduates of both the Seattle and Portland MD Fellowship Programs enter

academic research positions. Over 50% of our PhD Postdoctoral fellows pursued VA, research,
or academic careers.
