IDENTIFICATION
Present a synopsis of the client, including age, sex, ethnic background, referral source, and reason for referral.
PRESENTING PROBLEM
Symptoms, date of onset and course of symptoms to date, reason for referral, how symptoms interfere with daily life
BRIEF HISTORY
Give a brief history of the person, including development, family, education, occupation, activities of daily living, social legal, medications, substance abuse, medical, and psychiatric.

MENTAL STATUS
Briefly review the mental status, including appearance and behavior, speech, language, affect and mood, thought content, and motivation for completing the tests.

EVALUATION PROCEDURES
List the tests administered and tell why they were chosen.

EVAULATION RESULTS
Present the results, test by test.

IMPRESSION
Provide a synopsis of the interview and test findings, showing what they tell about the person assessed and how they answer the referral question.  

DIAGNOSIS
Describe the diagnoses that were considered, ruled out, and decided on. Give complete Axis diagnosis
TREATMENT PLAN

Give your recommendations from the examination and any referrals made
REFERENCES:  Briefly describe the scientific sources you consulted in completing your assessment. Provide a copy of at least two reference sources that are relevant to this case and demonstrate during your presentation how you incorporated them.
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
