· The Mobile Medical Unit is bringing VA primary and mental health care closer to the veteran population living in rural Northwest Washington.
· The unit will provide primary and mental health care to patients already enrolled for care. Enrollment forms will be available at the Mobile Medical Unit for veterans not receiving VA health care, although forms will still have to be mailed to the Seattle VA for processing.
· VA Puget Sound Health Care System has begun test runs in Aberdeen, Wash., near VFW Post 105 at 1/2 E Heron St, Aberdeen, WA  98520-6614
· The MMU will be operational the second full week of each month. The following dates are confirmed:
November 10, 12 - 13. There will not be a clinic on November 11 due to Veterans Day.
