= The Mobile Medical Unit is bringing VA primary and mental health care
closer to the veteran population living in the rural Northwest and South
Puget Sound regions of Washington.

= The unit will provide primary and mental health care to patients already
enrolled for care. Enroliment forms will be available at the Mobile Medical
Unit for veterans not receiving VA health care, although forms will still
have to be mailed to the Seattle VA for processing.

= The MMU currently services three communities: Aberdeen, Wash., near
VFW Post 224 at 105 E Heron St, Aberdeen, WA 98520-6614; Shelton,
Wash., at 206 W. Franklin St., Shelton, WA 98584; and Morton, Wash.,
near the Seasons Motel at 200 Westlake Ave, Morton WA, 98356.
