Proposed Clarification/Modification to 
Current R&D Approval Procedures 
for Fellows’ Projects
I. A R&D approved project is required for all studies that utilize VA resources (salary, space, equipment, patients).
II. Writing papers for publication based upon a previously completed thesis or dissertation does not require R&D approval.
III. A three-page Research Summary is not required if the proposed work is part of a project that is already fully approved by the R&D Committee. 

IV. A three-page Research Summary is not required as part of the application for R&D approval when the project has been scientifically peer-reviewed by NIH, another nationally-recognized scientific funding organization, or a recognized research institution (e.g., FHCRC, UW CHRU, GHC) and evidence of peer-reviews, including scientific summaries of that process, is provided.
