What Is the VA/DoD HITS Mission?
The VA/DoD Health IT Sharing (HITS) Program Office provides programmatic, analytical, and administrative support to VA/DoD collaborative health IM and IT projects and programs.  VA/DoD HITS also serves as the primary liaison between the VHA and the Military Health System (MHS) of the Department of Defense (DoD).  

The initiatives that fall within the VA/DoD HITS Program are managed under the Joint Electronic Records Interoperability (JEHRI) strategy.  Specific objectives of the JEHRI strategy include:

· Identifying opportunities for VA/DoD collaboration and cooperation

· Supporting the seamless transition of veterans from military service through the provision of high-quality health information technology solutions

· Facilitating and supporting the development of mutually beneficial health information technology sharing agreements between VHA and the MHS

Suite of Systems

The JEHRI strategy consists of the VA/DoD Interoperability Suite of systems:
· FHIE -   One-way enterprise exchange of text data
· BHIE -   Bidirectional real-time exchange of text data
· CHDR - Bi directional real-time enterprise exchange of computable data

VA/DoD HITS Program office also participates in program management for Joint Incentive Program initiatives on behalf of the VHA CIO.
