Small fire reported at UI Hospitals and Clinics

A small fire was reported at approximately 2:22 a.m. this morning in the exhaust room at the west entrance of Colloton Pavilion. Thirty-nine patients were evacuated for about one hour from 3JC and 2JC during the fire, which apparently began when some stored construction material ignited. There were no injuries. The cause of the fire remains under investigation. Ken Davenport, director of facilities services, said the overnight staff responded quickly and effectively. “The staff did an exceptional job of recognizing what the problem was,” he said. “The nursing and security staff did a great job dealing with the situation and making sure patients and visitors were safe.”
