Atlanta-AP -- Federal officials think America is getting more cases of a virus that can cause up to two days of diarrhea, stomach pain and vomiting.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention looked at 27 outbreak samples of norovirus. That's the viral category which sickened thousands of cruise ship passengers last year. 

C-D-C says 41 percent of samples tested were from the same strain. And a C-D-C researcher says experts believe they are seeing a lot more than they should expect. 

Norovirus includes Norwalk virus and Norwalk-like virus. It is spread through food, water and contact with infected people or things they touched. 
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
