The OSHA Training Institute is located at 2020 South Arlington Heights Road in Arlington Heights, IL  60005-4102, which is convenient to O’Hare Airport.  Attendees may contact OTI for information on nearby lodging within walking distance, or that provide shuttle service to the Institute.

Cancellation and Substitution policy:  In the unfortunate event you can not attend, we ask that you cancel to allow for maximum enrollment. You should contact Student Services before the commencement of the course to cancel your registration. This will assist other personnel requiring training when enrollment is limited.  Substitutions must be processed as a new registration before Friday, October 26, 2007; any changes after this date must be made onsite.
