Seminar 7:
Ergonomics
This seminar provides a broad overview of ergonomics principles, with a focus on how these are applied to workstations in an office or administrative environment.

Intended audience:  Individuals who have occupational safety and health responsibilities for reporting or referring potential ergonomic hazards to safety officers in your agency.

Seminar 8:
Lockout Tagout

This seminar provides a broad overview of OSHA’s Control of Hazardous Energy (Lockout Tagout) provisions addressing common ‘unexpected energization’ hazards found in the workplace, and primary methods of preventing or controlling employee exposure.

Intended audience:  Individuals who have occupational safety and health responsibilities for supporting or participating in an “energy control program”, or who may have reporting or referring of potential hazards as a collateral duty.

Seminar 9:
Safety and Health Management Systems

This seminar provides an overview of the critical elements and the application of safety and health management systems (SHMS) to the workplace environment.  This is based on OSHA Voluntary Guidelines published in the Federal Register in 1989.

Intended audience:  Individuals who have occupational safety and health responsibilities for supporting or participating in the implementation and/or the assessment of SHMS effectiveness.  HINT:  Every Federal Employee in the workplace.

Seminar 10:
Electrical
This seminar provides a broad overview of common electrical hazards found in the workplace, and primary methods of preventing or controlling employee exposure.

Intended audience:  Individuals who have occupational safety and health responsibilities for reporting or referring potential electrical hazards created by workplace exposures.

Seminar 11:
Fire Protection

This seminar provides an overview of the common fire protection hazards found in the workplace, and primary methods of preventing or controlling employee exposure.

Intended audience:  Individuals who have occupational safety and health responsibilities for reporting or referring potential fire protection-related hazards created by workplace exposures.

Seminar 12:
Introduction to Industrial Hygiene
This seminar provides a broad overview of the general concepts of industrial hygiene, including topics such as air contaminants and noise exposures, and the types of instruments used to detect and measure such hazards.

Intended audience:  Individuals who have occupational safety and health responsibilities for reporting or referring potential health hazards created by air contaminants and noise exposures.
