1. Recognize predisposing and precipitating warning signs of violence;

2. demonstrate appropriate personal safety skills for physical protection; 

3. delineate environmental risk factors;

4. describe and provide return demonstration of appropriate physical contact skills when a therapeutic containment becomes necessary;

5. identify the benefits of a team approach when dealing with the prevention and management of disruptive behavior; and

6. implement at least three appropriate verbal intervention techniques to de-escalate threatening behavior.
