Montgomery County Police responded to a report of a suspicious man carrying a weapon in Shady Grove Adventist Hospital in Rockville about 11 a.m. Wednesday.  Police said first reports identified the man as a former employee wearing a trench coat and carrying a rifle disguised as a gift.  He asked to see "three former supervisors who had played a role in his termination," according to a press release, but none of them were at the hospital.


Police and hospital security began a search for the man and located him at his Germantown home. The officers took the 40-year-old David Choe of Germantown into custody.�


Additional evidence was found at his home, leading police to believe he intended to cause harm to hospital employees, the release said.
