STANDARD OPERATION PROCEDURE -2001

DISASTER CART, CLEANING AND RESTOCKING 

PURPOSE:  To establish a standard operating procedure for cleaning and maintaining disaster carts. 

POLICY:   Disaster cart are inspected monthly to ensure all stock is available and ready for use.  When a disaster cart has been used in support of an internal or external disaster, the cart is transported to SPD for cleaning and restocking.

RESPONSIBILITY:  SPD staff or personnel performing SPD type duties.

PROCEDURE:  

1.   Dirty disaster cart is brought to the clean receiving area of SPD where the clean, unused supplies are unloaded and placed in a clean bin/container.

2.   The cart is transported to the decontamination area for cleaning and disinfecting.

3.   The cart is cleaned from the top down, including the inside of drawers, using a germicidal solution and is dried thoroughly.

4.   The clean cart is taken to the SPD clean/sterile storage area for restocking.

5.   The restocking occurs using an inventory sheet, which is signed, prior to being placed in 

position for issue.

6.   The cart inventory is checked monthly for any outdated supplies.
