Being able to do something I 

love with other people is a very soothing thing."  

  Not limited to the performing arts, Goodwin also enjoys creative visual artwork.  Recently, 

she began making roses and jewelry from clay that she makes herself, using slices of bread, and also 

crafts wearable rings out of bar soap. "One day I began to create and I have never stopped," she says. 

“I feel honored to be able to participate in the National Veterans Creative Arts Festival. I love 

learning from the other veterans and instructors and making my own attempts at other arts.” 

 One of Goodwin’s fondest entertainment memories include her most recent performance 

with a live musical ensemble in a play called, “Love, Relationships and Drama.” She has performed 

as a member of an honors choir at the famous John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts, 

and has also been part of a 300-member choir celebrating the Christmas story.
