To create a true longitudinal health care record including data from VA and non-VA sources

CPRS-Reengineering

The Computerized Patient Record System (CPRS) is being repackaged into discrete modules while maintaining its current functionality to allow more customization and support for a wider variety of software. Specifically the repackaged CPRS, known as CPRS-R, will enable the organization to develop and enhance components or modules in a simplified manner.
CPRS-R will provide efficient solutions and address challenges identified by health care providers as significant to improving care to veteran patients. Some of these capabilities include:

·   Quick, integrated access to clinical information; 

·   Access to commercial system functionality;

·   Rapid enhancement of functionality to meet clinical needs; 

·   Rapid expansion of functionality into entirely new areas; and

·   Customizability to reflect workflow.

HealtheVet Desktop

The first project for release by the CPRS-R team is the HealtheVet Desktop. The HealtheVet Desktop provides the framework upon which CPRS can be reengineered and a full practice environment capable, of integrating a wide range of clinical applications – not just CPRS. It also enables seamless integration and coordination between independently developed applications including menus, help, and preferences.

The HealtheVet Desktop allows independently developed components to be arranged into visual windows called perspectives. Users can select data to include in a perspective from any number of independent sources. Users, Clinical Application Coordinators and other support personnel can create perspectives for users or groups of users. Users can then have their own perspectives according to their workflow, which contain only the modules they need. 

Care Management

The first product to run within the HealtheVet Desktop is Care Management, which allows users to view information for multiple patients in a single view. It provides a mechanism for following up on clinical interventions and information, such as lab results, for a group or panel of user-selected patients. These multi-patient views assist health care providers in following-up on clinical interventions that might otherwise be missed. Items needing attention or action, such as unverified orders, notes, and unviewed test results, are displayed in a clinical dashboard.  Two dashboards have been developed by the CPRS-R team -- a clinician dashboard and a nursing dashboard. These dashboards contain items relevant to clinician and nursing workflows and are frequently updated as the CPRS-R team communicates with user groups and test sites. Users can take action on items and generate task lists to track those items that remain uncompleted. Not all clinical data is available in Care Management; however, a link to CPRS is provided to view the patient chart. Care Management is exported  with a query tool that provides some predefined queries and allows the users to create their own defined queries. The query tool provides the data for users to examine multiple patients data in a single view. Care Management running within the HealtheVet Desktop is currently in beta testing.
