801.10 ENTIRE TRANSACTION REJECTED

a. If the transaction has been rejected, the data content that caused its
rejection should be corrected, and the transaction type code indicating the
purpose of the original intended action will be use d.

b. NONE of the original input for this transactio n has been stored.

801.11 REPLACEMENT OF ACCEPTED STORED DATA IN A MA STER RECORD

a. Submission of a N101 (Admission Transaction) w ill delete all existing
records (master and pending) for a record with the same control data.

b. All data submitted for replacement purpose in a transaction must meet
edit conditions or none will be accepted, and the ¢ ontent of the master record
will remain unaltered.

801.12 DELETION OF MASTER RECORD

a. Due to errors in reporting there may be a need to delete an established
master record or component segments of a record. A deletion action will be
used only when the record cannot be adjusted by usi ng a replacement action.

b. The need to delete the content of an existing master record may result
when:

(1) The facility number has been incorrectly iden tified; or

(2) An admission was reported, but actually did n ot take place (admission
canceled).

c. Transaction type "N099" will remove the comple te existing content of a
master record that has been established in the NPTF system. In addition to the
transaction type, this transaction requires control data, (SSN (Social Security
Number), date and time of admission, and facility n umber) that will be
identical to the data that established the master r ecord. If the time and date
of admission are not known, zeroes should be entere d.
