Eligible Educational Programs:

· Baccalaureate program in nursing.

· Master’s, post-master’s and doctoral programs in nursing or a related field if applicant has a baccalaureate degree in nursing.

· The National League must accredit all nursing programs for Nursing (NLN) or the Commission on Collegiate Nursing Education (CCNE) of the American Association of Colleges of Nursing.

· The nationally recognized accrediting body for the field must accredit all non-nursing programs.

Ineligible Educational Programs:

· Diploma or associate degree programs

Selection Criteria:

· Career goals.

· Professional and civic activities.

· Academic performance.

· Recommendations of the Academic Program Director/Dean and VA Nurse Executive.

Length of Award: 2004-2005 academic year.  Selected applicants may re-apply in future years.

Obligation to Work in VA after Receiving Scholarship: None.
