DUTIES:  Certified Respiratory Therapy Technicians (CRTT) perform work concerned with administering respiratory care and life support to patients with cardiopulmonary deficiencies and abnormalities.  CRTTS function as members of the critical care team in treating and assessing the needs of individuals who are seriously ill and providing round the clock care to individuals who would otherwise not be able to survive life-threatening conditions.  CRTTs are well versed in all aspects of respiratory care to include intubation, mechanical ventilation, oxygen and aerosol therapy, pulse oximetry, and bedside pulmonary functions.

QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS: 
Citizenship:  Citizen of the United States

Certified Respiratory Therapy Technician – Has been issued a certificate as a CRTT by the NBRC (National Board for Respiratory Care) or a certificate from another body that the NBRC recognizes as its credentialing equivalent.

Grade Requirements:

GS-5:  None beyond the basic requirements.

GS-6:  Successful completion of a 2-year accredited educational program of study in respiratory therapy OR at least 1 year of experience related to respiratory therapy at the GS-5 level or equivalent.

GS-7:  Successful completion of a 4-year or more accredited program of study leading to a bachelor’s or higher degree in respiratory therapy OR in addition to meeting the requirements for the GS-6 level, an additional year of experience related to respiratory therapy at the GS-6 level or equivalent.

English Language Proficiency:  Certified Respiratory Therapy Technicians appointed to direct patient-care positions must be proficient in spoken and written English. 
Drug Testing:  This is a testing designated position (TDP) under the VA Drug-Free Workplace Program.  If you are tentatively selected for the position and are not now in a TDP position subject to random testing, you may be subject to urinalysis to screen for illegal drug use prior to final selection.   Applicants who refuse to be tested will not be selected.  Appointment to the position will not be effected if there is a verified positive drug test result.

Physical Requirements:  Selected candidate is required to successfully pass a medical examination.

Background Investigation:  Appointment to this position is contingent upon satisfactory completion of the required background investigation.
