· Makes decisions and acts on behalf of patients/significant others in an ethical manner

· Manages care for a group of patients

Citizenship: Citizen of the United States

Education: Graduate of a school of professional nursing approved by the appropriate State accrediting agency at the time the program was completed. 

Registration: Current, full, active and unrestricted registration as a graduate professional nurse in a State, Territory or Commonwealth of the United States or the District of Columbia required.

Experience: Experience as a RN will be evaluated to determine if the experience is of an acceptable level of quality with regard to the following nine dimensions of nursing: practice, quality of care, performance, education/career development, collegiality, ethics, collaboration, research and resource utilization.

· Nurse I, Level 1 – None beyond basic educational requirement (Associate Degree or Diploma in Nursing)

· Nurse I, Level 2 – Approximately 1 year experience OR Associate Degree or Diploma in Nursing and bachelors degree in a related field OR Bachelor of Science in Nursing (BSN) 

· Nurse I, Level 3 – Approximately 2-3 years experience OR Associate Degree or Diploma in Nursing and bachelors degree in a related field and approximately 1-2 years experience OR BSN and approximately 1-2 years experience OR Master’s degree in Nursing or related field with a BSN

· Nurse II – BSN and approximately 2-3 years experience OR Associate Degree or Diploma in Nursing and bachelors degree in a related field and approximately 2-3 years experience OR Master’s degree in Nursing or related field with a BSN and approximately 1-2 years experience OR Doctoral degree in Nursing or related field

English Language Proficiency:  RN’s appointed to direct patient care positions must be proficient in spoken and written English as required in accordance with 38 U.S.C. 7402(d) and 7407(d).
Drug Testing:  This is a testing designated position (TDP) under the VA Drug-Free Workplace Program.  If you are tentatively selected for the position and are not now in a TDP position subject to random testing, you may be subject to urinalysis to screen for illegal drug use prior to final selection.
