DUTIES:  Students receive an orientation to an assignment under the supervision of a registered nurse and perform duties consistent with coursework they have completed.  For example, Student Nurse Technicians could give baths, check vital signs, detect signs and symptoms of bleeding and respiratory problems.

QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS: 
Citizenship:  Citizen of the United States

Education:  Must be enrolled in an approved nursing school and have completed one semester of clinical rotation.  May be appointed for a period not to exceed the duration of the student’s nursing program.  

English Language Proficiency:  Student Nurse Technicians appointed to direct patient-care positions must be proficient in spoken and written English, per 38 U.S.C. 7404(d) and 7407(d). 
Drug Testing:  All applicants tentatively selected for VA employment in testing designated positions are randomly subject to urinalysis screening for illegal drug use prior to appointment.  Applicants who refuse to be tested will be denied employment with the VA.

Physical Requirements:  Selected candidate is required to successfully pass a medical examination.

REASONABLE ACCOMMODATION:  This agency provides reasonable accommodation to applicants with disabilities.
