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Bath Employees Use Their Creativity

On a cold February day, the Bath VA activated
its Emergency Operations Plan due to a loss of heat
in the domiciliary. As plans were underway to evacu-
ate approximately 90 patients, the Engineering staff
concentrated on the utility failure.

Due to a burned out bearing, an air handler had
failed. Immediate action was taken, however, parts
could not be delivered for 24 hours. Engineering
brainstormed ideas to temporarily provide heat. A
similar part of different size was located.
Engineering fabricated shims to make the part work
and it was installed. After several attempts, the
machine was operating. But, could it be depended
on to provide reliable heat for the building until a
new bearing arrived? After further discussion,
Engineering determined that the bearing might be
identical to one used for potato harvesters manufac-
tured in surrounding towns. Inquiries were made to
local manufacturers and a part was found. By 3:30
p.m. the heat was back in service - alleviating the
need for patient evacuation. The innovative thinking
and teamwork exhibited by engineering staff saved
the patients and staff from many hours of hardship
and difficulty.

While repairs were being made, domiciliary staff

were busy preparing for a potential move.
Environmental management, painters, grounds crew,
and firefighters began prep work for relocating
patients to other buildings. Due to the diligence and
teamwork of all involved, an action plan to safely
accommodate the patients in other areas was
devised and implemented within 30 minutes.
