Technical Standards Policy

Purpose:
This is a non-discriminatory policy that describes the physical capabilities necessary for a person to perform the tasks of a nuclear medicine technologist.  All applicants and students of the School of Nuclear Medicine Technology must be able to perform each of the standards stated in this policy.

STANDARDS

Each applicant/student must be able to:

1. Move, push or otherwise adjust nuclear medicine imaging equipment, as needed.

2. Transfer a patient from either a stretcher or wheelchair to the procedure table and then back.

3. Make visual observations of a patient’s clinical status and well being.

4. Audibly communicate with the patient and other staff members, as needed.

5. Hear a patient or staff member calling for assistance from a distance of 10 feet.

6. Select the appropriate factors on nuclear medicine imaging equipment without assistance.

7. Stand for long periods of time and perform bending, lifting and walking tasks.

8. Exhibit sufficient manual dexterity to properly handle radiopharmaceuticals.
